3. The map depicts the outer limit of the extended continental shelf generated by Heard Island and the McDonald Islands only and does not take account of
areas of extended continental shelf generated by other Australian Territory.

4. Depiction of 200 nautical mile arcs from the territory of States other than Australia is based on information available at the time of production, and should
not be taken to signify acceptance or endorsement by Australia of the validity at international law of the non—Australian basepoints from which they are drawn.
5. The term "extended continental shelf" is used to refer to that part of the continental shelf defined under UNCLOS article 76 that lies beyond 200 nautical
miles from Australia’s territorial sea baseline.

6. The 1982 Agreement on Maritime Delimitation between the Government of Australia and the Government of the French Republic delimits inter alia the
continental shelf and exclusive economic zone boundaries between Heard and McDonald Islands (Australia) on the one hand and of Kerguelen Islands

(France) on the other hand.
