In this connection, I wish to recall, once more, 

that agenda item 11(c), entitled “Draft budget proposals of the International 

Tribunal for the Law of the Sea for the budget period 2021-2022”, will have to be 

considered and the decisions related to the 2021-2022 budget adopted prior to the 

end of the year.
