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Declaration of The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

The Kingdom of Saudi Arahia refers to the request
submitted on 14 December 2006 to the Secretariat of the
United Nations by the State of Qatar and the United Arab
Emirates for registration in accordance with Article 102 of
the Charter of the Agreement between Qatar and the
United Arab Emirates on the settlement of the maritime
boundaries and the ownership of islands ( with declarations
and map ) signed on 20 March 1969. The Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia declares that it does not recognize this agreement
which purports to delimit a boundary in the maritime area
extending from the coast of Saudi Arabia that lies between
the neighboring coasts of Qatar and the United Arab
Emirates, Since 1969, Saudi Arabia has protested this
agreement to the States concerned and their predecessor
State, and continues to reject this agreement today.

Saudi arabia is not a party to this agreement, and,
accordingly it has no effect upon the sovereignty, sovereign
rights and jurisdiction of Saudi Arabia in its maritime area
that extends from its coast.
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
