The Secretary-General of the United Nations communicates the following.

On 2 July 2012, the Philippines deposited with the Secretary-General a chart
and a list of geographical coordinates of points as well as relevant information,
including geodetic data, describing the outer limits of its continental shelf beyond
200 nautical miles from the baselines from which the breadth of the territorial sea is
measured in respect of the Benham Rise (see M.Z.N.88.2012.LOS of 12 July 2012)
pursuant to articles 76, paragraph 9, and 84, paragraph 2, of the Convention.
The Philippines stated that "the outer limits were established by the Republic of the
Philippines based on the Recommendations made by the Commission on the Limits of
the Continental Shelf in regard to the Philippine Submission in respect of the Benham
Rise Region."

The Recommendations were adopted on 12 April 2012 and are available on the
website of the Division for Ocean Affairs and the Law of the Sea, Office of Legal
Affairs, at: www.un.org/Depts/los.

By communications dated 30 August 2017 and 3 January 2018, the Philippines
deposited, pursuant to articles 76, paragraph 9 and 84, paragraph 2, of the Convention,
with the Secretary-General, an amended chart and relevant information, including
geodetic data, which reflected a change of name from "Benham Rise" to "Philippine
Rise" resulting from Executive Order No. 25 Changing the Name of "Benham Rise " to
"Philippine Rise " and for Other Purposes of 16 May 2017. The Philippines stated that
the amended chart was identical to that deposited on 2 July 2012, which it supersedes,
"except for the name change from Benham Rise to "Philippine Rise ". The
geographical coordinates of the outer limit line of the continental shelf remain the
same as those deposited on 2 July 2012.
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The amended chart and the corresponding list of geographical coordinates of
points contained in the chart deposited in 2012 are referenced to the World Geodetic
System 1984 (WGS84).
