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BEFORE THE VOTE:
Dear Mr. Chairman,

Let me thank you and member states for active participation in discussions on the personal status of
the UN staff members as an item of the agenda "Human Resources Management" and also the
Secretariat for its position in reply to additional questions by the delegations.

We have already explained our position and distributed our arguments. Unfortunately, some
delegations have a different point of view with regards to this item. However, let me dwell on the
most important issues.

Russia does not challenge the authority of the Secretary-General, as the Chief Administrative Officer
of the Organization, to promulgate, among other things, administrative bulletins, in accordance with
Acrticle 97 of the UN Charter. Nevertheless, under these authorities the Secretary General can interpret
the UN Charter, the Staff Regulation and Rules, and not modify them without consulting member
states. It is significant changes of staff rules and regulations that made us request the withdrawal of
the new bulletin.

Changes, promulgated by the Secretary-General, have not only financial implications without proper
consideration in the Filth Committee, but also give prerequisites to additional conflict with the
national legislation. It will damage the delicate compromise, which has existed previously. We
believe it is our obligation to alert every delegation voting today about these facts. We ask to fix it in
the summary records of the meeting.

We would like to draw attention once again to the fact, that the principle of reference to national
legislation of a staff member in determining his/her family status for the purpose of granting benefits
to the dependents, has existed since the establishment of the Organization, almost 70 years! There is
no significant reason why we should change this principle. We all need status-quo. It has
demonstrated how the UN respect cultural diversity and the sovereign right of each state to determine
legislative norms. What is more important, in 2008 the previous practice was qualified by the decision
of the UN Dispute Tribunal as practice which didn’t discriminate human rights. On the contrary, it is
obvious that the newly promulgated practice discriminates a wide range of states. It happens against a
background of an actual rejection of an opportunity to discuss current situation in the General
Assembly.

We expect that delegations, which are here today, will take a balanced approach while voting on the
draft decision, submitted by our delegation.
