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Madame Chair,

The Chinese delegation would like to thank Deputy Chief Executive Officer
Mr. Dooley and Representative of the Secretary General for the investment
of the assets of the UNJSPF Mr. Rajkumar for their briefings on the
UNIJSPF. We would also like to thank Ms. Parama Sen from the Board of
Auditors, Assistant Secretary General Mr. Kanja and Chair of ACABQ Mr.
Carlos Ruiz Massieu for their remarks. We align ourselves with the
statement made by Egypt on behalf of G77 and China and would like to

make the following additional observations and suggestions.

First, the Pension Fund has over 127,000 participants and close to 78,000
beneficiaries. We hope the Fund could operate in a robust and efficient

manner to ensure the legitimate interests of every beneficiary.

Second, as at December 31, 2017, the market value of the Fund asset was
USD 64.14 billion, an increase of USD 12.02 billion over the past two years.
The real rate of return on investment in 2017 was 16.2%, while that in 2016

was only 3.1%. We hope that, while maintaining a minimum real long-term




return rate of 3.5%, the Fund should continue to optimize its investment
portfolio and increase its investment in eligible developing countries and in

multiple currencies.

Third, a sound governance structure is the basis for ensuring efficient
operation of the Fund. We note that OIOS has made some observations on
the governance structure of the Fund and the Pension Board accepted part of
the observations. We hope that we could obtain more details during the
informal consultative process and explore with all sides for improved

governance structure of the Fund.

Madame Chair,
The Chinese delegation is ready to work with other delegations and
participate in the consultations in a positive and constructive way, and we

look forward to reaching consensus at an early date.
