I have the honour to inform you that I will convene an informal meeting of the General 
Assembly on 24 July 20 IS from 10:00 a.m. to I :00 p.m. to observe tbe annual Nelson 
Mandela International Day. 

You will recall that the General Assembly in resolution 64/13 proclaimed the 18th ofJuly 
as Nelson Mandela International Day to be observed each year beginning in 2010. This 
observance provides an opportuoity for the General Assembly to pay tribute to this 
"illustrious statesman, and to keep alive the memory of bis far reaching contributions to 
the service of humanity particularly in the areas of conflict iesolutiOIi, peace, 
reconciliation, promotion of human rights, and gender equality.

guided by the purposes and principles of the United Nations. 

I am pleased to inform you that duriogthis year's observance, the inaugural Nelson 
Rolihlahla Mandela Prize will be awarded to two laureates following completion of the 
nomination and selection process. A provisional progranune will be forwarded to you in 
due course. The venue will be announced in the Journal.
