Excellency, 

We took note of the intention of Italy and the Netherlands 

to split the term of work on the UN Security Council following 

the stalemate during the election of non-permanent Members 

on 28 June 2016. We assume that this case is exceptional and will not 

set - at this stage of the Council's activities - a precedent or introduce 

a practice of agreed "fragmenting" of two-year terms, which 

would have a negative impact on the Council's effectiveness 

and functionality. 

This is the motivation behind our letter. It should not be viewed 

as directed against any country, whose candidacy is being considered 

by the General Assembly for the final non-permanent seat. 

We see the aforementioned arrangement as being solely bilateral 

and having no impact on prerogatives of Member States during 

the vote on the candidates. We expect that we may hear objections 

and that from a forulal viewpoint such a step would not 

be in contradiction with the Rules of Procedure of the General 

Assembly or previous practices. 

We would like to note that last time the decision to split the term 

was taken in a remote sixties - over 50 years ago. After the Council's

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enlargement in 1965 and the introduction of the representation 

principle, such practice became outdated. 'Whenever there Vilas 

a dispute, usually either one of the candidates withdrew or a third, 

"compromise" country was nominated. 

This is not unfounded: over the last fifty years the intensity 

of the Security Council activities has grovvn manifold. The Council 

holds over 400 meetings a year and adopts several dozen resolutions 

and other decisions. Besides, elected Iv1embers lead its subsidiary 

bodies, including sanctions committees. This requires serIOUS 

preparation and certain time to "get up and running". 

Accordingly, we believe that splitting up the term does not meet 

the goals of sustainable and uninterrupted operations of the Council 

and can impact its ability to respond to crises in a prompt and effective 

manner. We are deeply frustrated with the inability of the West 

European and Others Group to decide on a consensus candidate, which 

led to the current stalemate. 

We are convinced that the absolute priority should remam 

the effectiveness of the Council's activities aimed at maintaining 

international peace and security, and not the issues of prestige 

or domestic political agenda for certain members. We call on 

the candidates to the Council to show a responsible approach and act 

on interests of the Organization. 

We would appreciate the circulation of this letter 

as an official document of the 70th Session of the ill·J General 

Assembly under item 112 (a) of its agenda.
