The
General 2Assembly will then proceed, at a date to be
datarmined by the PFGA, for the election of new permanent
marbars of the Security Comcil, by a wvobte of two thirds
of the mewbhers of the General Assemhly through a secret
ballot.

- The affimrative wvote of 15 cut of 27 membars of the Security
Council will be required for a decision.

- Tc make meetings of the Council transparent and inclusive,
the exwistirky practice to hold closed meastings with no records
will be abolished, and access will ke given to non-menbers to the
Comcil’s doommantation and records.

- The Council will amend its procedurss so that items do not
rev@in on its agenda permemently/beyond (x)years.

In this regard, the Council mst improve its
cooperation with reqional oxmnisations, particularly the African
Union. Such cooperaticn must be seriowns and include providing
assistanca for AU s capacity building as par thair requiramant.
