IRIS is the catalog of generally accepted performance metrics that leading impact investors use to measure social, environmental, and financial success. By gathering into one place the most useful standardized metrics from across social and environmental sectors, IRIS makes it easier to create informed performance measurement systems and avoid mistakes that affect results and credibility. By providing a common language to talk about results, IRIS makes it easier to compare investments and communicate performance to the entire industry.
