Notltleation of the damages sustained by the Embassy of the State of Qatar in 
Mogadishu ns a result of the bombing that occurred on Saturday 14/10/2017 

submitted In accordance with General Assembly resolution 711145 

In accordance with the provisions of General Assembly resolution 71/145 
concerning notifying the Secretary-General~ in accordance with the guidelines 
prepared by the Sect•etazy-General) of violations of the protection, security and 
safety of diplomatic and consular missions and representatives, the State of Qatar 
would like to report the following; 

On Saturday 14 October 2017 at 3:20 p.m. local time, an immense explosion shook 
the Somali onpital~ Mogadishu. The bombing was the most violent and gravest such 
attack since 2007s and was executed with a truck loaded with explosives near tbe 
entr~c~ of the Safari Hotel in the Hodan District, which is a vital part of the capital 
Mogadi~hu. The bombing produced a black cloud which could be seen throughout 
the oiiy. It devastated the entire area and caused massive material damages~ resulting 
in the destruction of buiJdings and burnlng of vehicles. It devastated the Safari 
Hotel, at Zope intel'section, causing it to completely collapse. This is in addition to 
the massive damages to the area suttounding the explosion. 

As a result of this bombing, the Embassy of the State ofQat!U' in Mogadishu~ which 
is located one kilometer from the site of the bombing, sustained massive material 
damages, a.s most ot'the windows ofthe Embassy building were smashed and some 
walls demolished, The Charge d• Affaires suffered minor injuries while two childten 
of an employee of his were killed at the site of the bombing, In addition~ the office 
of Al .. Jazeera network suffered great damage. 

No party has.declared responsibility for the bombing, but the f?ederal Government 
blamed the Barakat al-Shabaab al-Mujahideen for it. Later, the Minister of Interior 
Security announced that five individuals were an·ested for being involved in the 
terrorist bombing of Mogadishu on 14 October 2017. 

As the State of Qatar submits this notification! it calls on the Secretariat to take the 
necessary action in accordance with General As,Sembly resolution 71/145 and 
established practice. 

The State of Qatar reaffirms its unwavering stance, which condemns all acts of 
violence and terrorism1 whatever the motives and by whomsoever committed, and 
t•eaffinns the importance of bringing those involved to justice. 
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
