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Mr Chair

Ladies and gentlemen; delegations members,

Greetings,

The delegation of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia would like to add his desire to
join the statement of the Non-Aligned Movement and to present the following
due to its patriotic adjective.

First, | would like to refer to my country great attention to the works of your
esteemed Committee, especially that proposed topic within its agenda in
recent years, (i.e. The Scope of Global Jurisdiction Principle and Its
Applications). As what my country exactly did last years, it joins the Committee
works during this session to confirm that this subject, which is being
investigated during these years, deserves the attention of specialists in our
justice enforcement authorities. On this occasion, we thank the Secretary-

General of the United Nations for his reports issued on the basis of General



Assembly resolutions regarding this Principle, and we confirm that all what

was stated therein were noted.

My country, indeed, affirms the integrity of this Principle purpose as hoped,
namely, combating impunity and working against criminals as possible, in
which all States and Organizations shall cooperate on, seek to achieve and
enforce justice. However, it is early to adopt and endorse this Principle in which
the judicial procedures for applying this Principle still lack clarity and
convenience of standards, rules and mechanisms to determine the type of
crimes that this Principle intends to enforce justice upon its offenders, as well
as other obstacles in both format and content which were raised by many
Member States. Saudi Arabia, while stressing the integrity of this Principle
purpose as hoped, believes that these obstacles should not be overcome in
any way, mainly; the principles adopted in the Charter of the United Nations
and International Law, in particular the principles of sovereignty, inviolability
and equality of States and the immunity of States officials enjoying immunities

in accordance with International Law and Norms.



The endorsement of the Global Jurisdiction Principle and seeking its
enforcement shall be within these principles and pursuant to applicable
international norms. In this regard, Saudi Arabia considers that the violation of
the principles of the Charter of the United Nations and the International Law
will never lead to achieve justice as hoped and will not help to reach the desired
end of combating impunity, but it could be an entry point for the politicization
of judiciary and the futility of its existence. In addition, Saudi Arabia calls for
the prevention and denouncement of any attempt to break and violate any of
the principles of the Charter of the United Nations and International Law by any
State through its domestic legislation; and not to approve any legislation

except what corresponds to what has been adopted in the said principles.

We also believe that the considered judicial procedures by States within their
domestic legislations shall be examined. In view of the disparity among States
in their current applications and applicable methods, the endorsement of the
Global Jurisdiction Principle will not achieve its desired purpose and therefore,
we suggest that the Committee mandates the Working Group established
pursuant to the General Assembly Resolution (76/118 ) dated 9 of December

2021, to study the suitability of issuing appropriate document that attempts to



be the model for the judicial procedures to practice the Global Jurisdiction
Principle in countries, and which should coincide with the International Law

Rules and Norms.

Finally, my country affirms that it supports all what makes justice achieved in
accordance with its domestic Laws and Legislations, the international
conventions it has signed and the applicable international norms. It also calls
all Member States for more study and research on how to achieve and
implement global jurisdiction within the framework of the Charter of the United
Nations and International Law in a way that achieves the goal agreed upon,

namely, combating impunity.
