Unofficial Translation

Measures Taken by the Sultanate of Oman in Combating
International Terrorism

1- The Sultanate of Oman is free from terrorism and extremism due to the policies
pursued, where it has maintained, over the past decades, a great deal of balance,
discipline and rationality vis-a-vis all internal and external variables, as well as
dealing with external strains without imposing restrictions on its political will and
national choices, or at the expense of regional relations. This contributed greatly to
preventing the penetration of extremist subversive thought.

2- The Sultanate of Oman paid great attention to combating terrorism and ideological
extremism, through following a comprehensive  strategy, which aimed at
consolidating internal security and addressing issues of extremism and terrorism, in
a manner consistent with the requirements of its internal situation and foreign
policies.

Firstly, the Political Measures:

3- The Sultanate of Oman sought to develop its political model in a way that paves
the way for further consolidating the foundations of development, by means of
strengthening cooperation with all parties regionally and internationally, and
investing in the Omanis and engaging them in political life. From this standpoint,
several steps were taken, including:

A) Strengthening the concept of national unity and integrating members of society
without discriminating between sects or religious doctrines, and promoting the
principle of moderation and tolerance.

B) Realizing economic, social and cultural development in all regions, with a focus
on providing essential services to remote areas.

C) Promoting popular participation through the regular progression of the “Shura
Approach” (the Islamic Principlé of Consultation) in a way that suits the specificity
of Omani society.

D) Paying attention to families enrolled in the Social Security Program and
providing them with a decent life, in addition to creating suitable jobs for Omani
citizens by developing programs and plans for job seekers.

E) Establishing balanced relations with various countries of the world to ensure
stability.



Secondly, the Security Measures:

4.The Sultanate of Oman has pursued its security policies, through promoting the
collective sense of the importance of internal stability, and creating awareness
among the competent authorities in the country that matches the level of dangers and
causes of instability, in light of the lack of security in the international arena. From
this perspective, it has taken many measures as follows:

A) Addressing the grounds of extremism and blocking extremist elements by
arresting them, and preventing the escalation of their activity.

B) Following up on the activities of Advocacy Groups and active individuals, in
such groups, to avoid being exploited by any extremist groups.

C) Conducting friendly interviews with individuals lured into extremism, in order to
advise them and right their mistaken notions.

D) Confronting those involved in extremism and their parents, guardians, or relatives
who have influence over them.

E) Containing and not defaming those involved in extremist activities, and seeking
the provision of job opportunities by the Government and private-sector agencies,
after having completed the legal and penal procedures, in addition to following up
with such individuals and making sure that they are free of extremist ideas.

Thirdly, the Media Measures:

5. The Sultanate of Oman has pursued a preventive media policy to protect society
from the sources of radicalization and extremism that lead to terrorism, through
consolidating the values of tolerance, harmony, unity and rapprochement among its
members, in addition to avoiding all forms of inciting sectarian strife and tribal
hatred, on various media outlets. Moreover, pursuing a policy of neutrality in
reporting news, especially the news related to civil and sectarian conflicts in some
countries of the region, as well as avoiding overstatement and exaggeration,
considering that what is occurring in such countries, is of a political and not a
sectarian nature.

Fourthly, the Religious Measures:

6. The Sultanate of Oman based its religious approach on the foundations of freedom
of belief, thought, and not coercing others to follow a specific approach, and
adjudicating to the language of reason, as it is the common denominator between
peoples and civilizations, while not giving fanatics an opportunity to quarantine
thought. In this context, the Sultanate of Oman sought to do the following:



- A) Equality between Islamic sects within the Sultanate of Oman and not preferring
one sect over another.

B) Supervising Friday Prayers’ sermons and lectures, and pre-preparing the content
of the topics and officially approving them.

C) Making people aware of the dangers of exaggeration and sectarian differences,
and educating and guiding them to follow the correct Islamic teachings.

D) Making use of the expertise of the Sultanate of Oman in tolerance, coexistence
and combating terrorism, during the Third United Nations Counter-Terrorism Week
(CT Week).

Fifthly, the Legal Measures:

7. The Sultanate of Oman has issued many laws and legislation to combat terrorism,
its financing, and extremism. It has also ratified most of the international and
regional agreements and treaties on combating terrorism, which include provisions
criminalizing incitement to commit terrorist acts.

Sixthly, the International Cooperation:

8. Based on the position of the Sultanate of Oman, which condemns terrorism in all

its forms and manifestations, and its commitment to the goals and Charter of the
United Nations to maintain international peace and security; it affirms its support
and endorsement of the international efforts aimed at eliminating the phenomenon
of international terrorism and combating it, through taking appropriate and effective
measures in that regard.:

A) Cooperating with other States in exchanging information related to terrorist
elements and actions to limit the spread of their activities.

B) Ratifying most international and regional agreements and treaties on combating
terrorism, which include provisions criminalizing incitement to commit terrorist
acts. ,

C) Emphasizing the country’s commitment to implementing international
resolutions issued by the United Nations Security Council.

D) Promoting dialogue and expanding understanding between civilizations through
external participation in seminars and conferences on that aspect.

E) Establishing two national committees on combating terrorism and its financing,
namely (the National Counter-Terrorism Committee and the National
Committee for Combating Money Laundering and the
Financing of Terrorism).

F) The Sultanate of Oman is keen to implement the recommendations of the
Financial Action Task Force on Money Laundering (FATF), most notably the



national risk assessment, and strive to achieve technical compliance and
effectiveness, and cooperates fully with international evaluators in that regard.

Seventhly, issuing a National Strategy to Combat Terrorism:

9. The National Counter-Terrorism Strategy was issued, in which scientific and
practical frameworks and foundations were developed to combat terrorism and its
financing, preserve the safety of the Sultanate of Oman from any terrorist act, protect
citizens from being influenced by extremist ideas, and enhance participation in
international efforts, that in line with the United Nations Counter-Terrorism
Strategy. Accordingly, four axes were adopted: (Preventing Terrorism,
Preventing and Combating Terrorism, Building and Developing Capabilities,
and Respecting Human Rights and the Rule of Law).
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
