ECESA's contribution to the integrated monitoring and analysis system

The CEB in its Communiqué of 5 April 2009 announced its agreement on nine joint initiatives “designed to assist countries and the global community to confront the financial and economic crisis, accelerate recovery and build a fair and inclusive globalization allowing for sustainable economic, social and environmental development for all, while facing the future in a spirit of conviction of the need for transformational change.”

One of these nine initiatives deals with the task of monitoring and analysis through:

· Strengthening macroeconomic and financial surveillance and implementing an effective economic early warning system;

· Urgently establishing a UN system-wide vulnerability monitoring and alert mechanism to track developments, and report on the political, economic, social and environmental dimensions of the crisis.

Deputies may wish to:
· Discuss how ECESA can best contribute to the monitoring and analysis initiative, and
· Recommend options and/or proposals for the consideration of Principals. 

2.
ECESA and lessons learning 

OISO, in its report on "Lessons learned: protocols and Practices", recommended that “Secretariat programmes within the scope of this evaluation should develop lessons-learning guidelines that establish a framework for identifying, documenting and disseminating best practices and lessons learned, as well as using these lessons when planning and implementing programme operations and activities.” (OIOS Evaluation Report IED-08-003: Recommendation 4). 
Deputies may wish to:

· Discuss how ECESA may collaborate to implement the recommendation by developing lessons-learning guidelines, and
· Recommend options and/or proposals for the consideration of Principals. 

3.
2009 Focus on selected ECESA clusters 

In their meeting of 26 November 2008, Deputies, drawing on the experience of the coordination exercise for the PPB 2010-2011, agreed that in order to enhance the value of the coordination exercise it was desirable to maintain it on a continuous basis. In this regard, Deputies agreed to review the number of ECESA clusters in the future, and decide whether to focus in the future coordination exercises on a limited number of clusters which offer most opportunities for collaboration.
Deputies may wish to:
· Reflect on the focus on selected ECESA clusters in 2009, taking into account opportunities for collaboration within ECESA, and key United Nations events in 2009;
· Make suggestions for the focus on selected clusters in 2009 for consideration by Principals.
