Voluntary National Report on progress towards the implementation of the UN Strategic Plan
for Forests 2017-2030, the UN Forest Instrument and Voluntary National Contributions

Thank you for taking the time to complete the voluntary national report to the UN Forum on Forests (UNFF).

1. The Economic and Social Council, in its resolution 2022/17, requested the UNFF secretariat to amend the
format for voluntary national reporting to the Forum, taking into account the suggestions and proposals
received from members of the Forum, and conduct a pilot phase for the use of the refined format. In the same
resolution, the Council invited the Forum to consider establishing an advisory group on reporting. It further
requested that the secretariat explore options for establishing an online reporting platform for the Forum,
recognizing the need for streamlined reporting and minimizing the reporting burden, including the challenges
faced by developing countries.

2. In fulfilling this mandate, the UNFF Secretariat has amended the format, taking into account the suggestions
and proposals received from Members of the Forum and in consultation with the advisory group on reporting.
The secretariat has also established an online reporting platform for the submission of voluntary national
reports to the Forum.

3. The amended format is structured around the Global Forest Goals and targets of the UN Strategic Plan for
Forests 2017-2030 (UNSPF) and builds on the previous format that was used for reporting to the UNFF15.

La Ley 26.331 regula el uso de los bosques nativos. Tiene como objetivos promover su conservacion, regular y
controlar la disminucién de su superficie, fomentar actividades de enriquecimiento, conservacion, restauracion,
mejoramiento y manejo sostenible de bosques nativos. Establece la obligatoriedad de realizar un ordenamiento
territorial de bosques nativos (OTBN), estableciendo diferentes categorias de conservaciéon en funcion del valor
ambiental y de los servicios ambientales que presten. Dispone que toda intervencion en el bosque debe encontrarse
sujeta a un plan de manejo sostenible o de conservacion. Cuenta con el Fondo Nacional para el Enriquecimiento y la
Conservacion de los Bosques (FNECBN), que se otorga a tenedores de bosques para la implementacién de dichos
planes y el Programa Nacional de Proteccién de Bosques Nativos (PNPBN).

La Ley permiti6 establecer un marco normativo comin en todo el pais para el manejo y conservacion de bosques
nativos, fortaleciendo su gestion territorial mediante los OTBN (aproximadamente 53 millones ha). Se promovio el
manejo sostenible a través de planes financiados con el FNECBN, incrementando la visibilidad y valorizacién de los
servicios ecosistémicos. Impulso la articulacion entre Nacion y provincias, mejorando la planificacion, evaluacion y
control de intervenciones en el bosque.

Establece el marco general, principios y
lineamientos para que las actividades ganaderas en zonas de bosques nativos cumplan pilares bésicos del desarrollo
sostenible y los presupuestos minimos segun la Ley 26.331. Resultan orientaciones generales para recuperar el
potencial forestal, sin perder capacidad productiva ni funciones ecosistémicas e involucran conceptos asociados a
estructura forestal, conectividad, biodiversidad, capacidad forrajera y eficiencia productiva.

Main results achieved for the action:

A través del PPR-REDD+, se financian planes en todo el pais. En 2022, Consejo Federal de Medio Ambiente
(COFEMA) adopté un esquema para planificar el uso del FNECBN a través de Planes Estratégicos Provinciales,
promoviendo el MBGI. En 2023, se aprobé el Plan Nacional MBGI, entre el Comité Técnico Nacional de Ambiente y de
Agricultura, Ganaderia y Pesca. Actualmente, 21 provincias cuentan con Comités Técnicos Provinciales y 16 adaptaron
los lineamientos nacionales en sus territorios, con aprobacion del Comité Técnico Nacional.
