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The UN Non-Legally Binding Instrument on All Types of Forests

£ In 2007, the Forum adopted the landmark UN Non-Legally Binding Instrument on All Types of Forests
(Forest Instrument). The instrument will have a major impact on international cooperation and
national action to reduce deforestation, prevent forest degradation, promote sustainable livelihoods
and reduce poverty for all forest-dependent peoples.

To strengthen political commitment and action at all levels to implement effectively
sustainable management of all types of forests and to achieve the shared global objectives on
forests;

To enhance the contribution of forests to the achievement of the internationally agreed
development goals, including the Millennium Development Goals, in particular with respect to
poverty eradication and environmental sustainability;

To provide a framework for national action and international cooperation

Sessions of the Forum

UN Forum on Forests meets every two years for a two week period. The Forum is responsible for
reviewing progress in implementation of sustainable forest management.
