Revised proposals from the children’s facilitator
January 26th 2006 
Following the facilitators meeting held on Monday 23rd Jan 2006, the following is the compilation of the views received so far on the joint facilitators paper of 19th Jan 2006 on issues relating to children with disabilities.
Preamble
Add para
n bis) Recognizing that children with disabilities should have full enjoyment of all human rights [on an equal basis with others] and fundamental freedoms on an equal basis with others [children], without discrimination on the basis of disability, and recalling obligations to that end undertaken by States Parties to the Convention of the Rights of the Child. (EU, Canada, Costa Rica, New Zealand, Kenya, Bosnia and Herzegovena. Russian Federation supported the principle but proposed an alternative form of words). 
or
”n-bis) and Cultural Rights and the Convention on the Rights of the Child;”. Bearing in mind that disabled children, by reason both of their physical and mental immaturity and of their disability, especially when they are deprived of family environment, need appropriate safeguards and care, including legal protection, and recognizing that those guarantees shall be accorded, without any discrimination on the basis of disability, in accordance with the present Convention and other applicable rules of international law, set forth, inter alia, in the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the International Covenant on Economic, Social
Article 3
Add new para (h)

'Respect for the evolving capacities of children with disabilities’ (Canada, Costa Rica, Israel, Kenya, Bosnia and Herzegovena. Russian Federation supported the principle but proposed an alternative form of words)
or
“h) Full and harmonious development of every child with disability and respect of his or her identity and evolving capacities;”

Article 4 
Add additional wording

3
In the development and implementation of legislation and policies to implement the present Convention, and in other decision-making processes concerning issues relating to persons with disabilities, States Parties shall closely consult with and actively involve, persons with disabilities, including children with disabilities,  and their representative organizations.   Such issues shall include standards and guidelines for accessibility, the formulation of health, habilitation and rehabilitation legislation and the planning, delivery and evaluation of health, habilitation and rehabilitation services, and the design and implementation of data collection. (Russian Federation, Kenya)
Add new para
3 bis State parties shall  take all necessary measures to ensure the full enjoyment by children with disabilities of all human rights, and to ensure that the best interests of the child shall be a primary consideration in all actions concerning children, that children with disabilities are consulted in all matters affecting them on an equal basis with other children, and that the views of children with disabilities are given due weight in accordance with the age and maturity of the child.

Article 7

New text

States Parties shall take all necessary measures to ensure the full enjoyment by children with disabilities of all human rights. 
2
State Parties shall ensure that children with disabilities have the right to express their views freely on all matters affecting to them on an equal basis with other children and to be provided with disability and age appropriate assistance to realize that right.]
3
State Parties recognize that children with disabilities are disproportionately vulnerable to non- registration of their birth, and shall take all necessary measures to ensure that children with disabilities have equal rights regarding registration after birth and acquisition of a name and nationality. 

(Canada, Israel, Kenya. Russian Federation supports the principles of an article 7 but proposes an alternative text)
or

“States Parties shall take all necessary measures to ensure that children with disabilities are registered immediately after birth and able to acquire a name and nationality.”
Article 13 
Additional wording in current para
States Parties shall ensure effective access to justice for persons with disabilities on an equal basis with others, by facilitating their effective role as direct and indirect participants, including as witnesses, through reasonable accommodations to the process, including age appropriate accommodations, in all legal proceedings, including the investigative and other preliminary stages. ( Israel, Kenya, Bosnia and Herzegovena and EU indicated possible support) 
Or add para
“States Parties shall ensure that children with disabilities have the opportunity to be heard in any judicial and administrative proceedings affecting them, and that the needs of children with disabilities are reasonably accommodated in all stages of the judicial procedure.”

Article 16

New para

6
States Parties shall ensure that child protection services take account of the needs of children with disabilities, and are [accessible and] available to all children with disabilities. ( Israel, Russian Federation, Bosnia and Herzegovena, Kenya. EU also indicated possible support. The facilitator notes that Canada supports the proposals but suggests moving this para to Article 23) 
Article 17
Add new para

2 bis States Parties shall protect children with disabilities from sterilisation on the basis of disability. (Canada, Kenya, Bosnia and Herzegovena)

Article 23
Add two new paras
2 bis States Parties shall ensure that children with disabilities have equal rights with respect to family life. With a view to realising these rights, and to prevent concealment, abandonment, neglect and segregation of children with disabilities, States Parties shall undertake to provide early and comprehensive information, services and support to children with disabilities and their families.
2 ter
Where the immediate family is unable to care for a child with disabilities, States Parties shall make every effort to provide alternative care within the wider family, and failing that, within the community.

(Bosnia and Herzegovena, New Zealand, Kenya, Canada, Russian Federation, )

Article 31, 
0.1 “enable States Parties to disaggregate data on the basis of sex and age, and ensure that the data provides information on issues that may affect differently women and girls with disabilities and men and boys with disabilities.

Article 33 
2. States Parties shall, in accordance with their legal and administrative system, maintain, strengthen, designate or establish at the national level a framework to promote, protect and monitor implementation of the rights recognized in the present Convention.] and ensure that this framework is sensitive with respect to age and gender issues.
 Article 34 

Ensure that membership of the committee takes into account expertise on all the issues of this convention (including expertise on issues of children with disabilities).
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
